The 
piece provocatively cuts between its subjects, 
with a narrating voice that ponders the connec-
tions and implications that emerge, as much a 
subconscious as an authority �gure, prompting 
some interesting questions about the potential 
of documentary not just in presenting facts but 
in presenting ideas. The result is a piece that is 
compelling, funny and, at times, disturbing.
